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Read John 8:1-11
The goal of Sunday’s sermon and this application is to help us think biblically about
judgment. Have you ever asked yourself, “Who can judge,” or “Is judging someone

ever appropriate,” or “What is the balance between keeping a standard of holiness and
unconditional love?” In John chapter 8, Jesus gives us solid answers to those questions.

What do you expect from people who do not follow Christ? Be honest and write down your
answer. |s the answer you wrote down biblical?

In John &, when did the religious crowd decide not to judge?

Now let’s look at 4 errors in human judgment that John 8 highlights:

a. We could have the wrong verdict (1 Corinthians 4:5, Romans 12:19-20) — are you
leaving room for God?

b. We could have the wrong timing (Matthew 18:15) — Have you spoken them in private
first? You may have the right verdict but pray for discernment as to timing and context.

c. We could have the wrong motivation — (John 8:5) — Is restoration of the person your
goal? Or, are you seeking to be proved correct?

d. We could be showing favoritism (James 2:1-13) — Do you freely give mercy? When you
judge, is it often directed towards a certain kind of person?

Read Romans 5:6-8. Spend some time praying about judging people. If He hasn’t already
done it, ask God to bring people to mind that you can extend mercy towards.
